approved by the Union Cabi-
net on March 1.

A bill proposing these
amendments to the Motor
Vehicles Act, 1988, is likely to
be introduced in the Rajya
Sabha during the coming bud-
get session.

Smart card driving license
will enable recording of offences.

Fine for using mobile phones
while driving has been in-
creased from Rs. 100 to Rs.

Five-fold increase in penalties
for traffic offenses

500 for the first offence and Rs
2,000-5,000 for subsequent
instances.

As per the amendment, not
only hand-held talking on mo-
bile phones while driving but
also sending text messages and
using hands-free (wired or
wirelessly) phones will be con-
sidered an offence.

Dangerous driving, non-use
of seat belts as well as driving
without helmets for two-wheel-
ers will also attract higher pen-
alties.

Another proposal is the in-
troduction of the concept of
minimum and maximum fines
for varying degrees of the

NO HOLDS BARRED

Not having looked up my Collins English Dictionary for a long time,
I broke the fast when General Singh’s Counsel dwelt on “honour and
integrity” that drove the much decorated Army General to the Supreme
Court to regain them from the clutches of the Anthony gang who
deified 1950 and rubbished 1951 as his year of birth. 

The definition of the phrase in the dictionary is “1 - adherence to
moral principles; honesty”. All that the two judges had to look for was
whether it was a boundary or a sixer. They found a pedestrian
boundary crawling along to the line and stopping it on 10 May, 2012.

They probably lauded the General for the courage to carry to the
bitter end what he imagined was an assertion of his “integrity”, but told
him that only political papers or records may lie, but “not the official
records furnished by you”. They asked the ageless General to go home
and enjoy the rest of his life in peace in a farm far from the madding
crowds. The Judges seem to have looked up their Collins before
dictating the order.

Now that the war of succession is on, the army brass will order
gallons of Brasso to rub, clean and polish the gallantry medals and
breast-plates on their uniforms and, of course, recheck their DOB
certificates from official registers to avert future exit-wars in the
Defence Services. That could be the positive fallout of this war and
a great bonding element that should make our defenders, who wear
different uniforms, feel like Mother India’s children where there are
no Mahatmas or Chiefs, but only drones. 

Honour and integrity are not medals to be sought from courts, but
self-generated and an integral part of one’s character which does not
need certification. General Singh’s futile, self-generated trauma, is a
classic  example of the futility of running to the courts merely because
a lawyer says that one has a blast of a case. THINK,THINK a few dozen
times before you pull the sword from its scabbard to hand it to a
warrior who has nothing to lose. You have to go to war to save your
country, but never enter a court ostensibly to save your “HONOUR
and INTEGRITY” unless you are accused of crimes of which you are
innocent. 

Five-fold increase in penalties for
traffic offenses

offence at the discretion of the Traffic Inspector. For example, the fine
for jumping the red light is proposed to be increased from Rs 100 to Rs.
100-500 for first offence and from Rs 300 to Rs 300-1,500 for subse-
quent offences.

For speeding, the fine will be increased from Rs 400 to Rs 400-1,000
for first offence, and from Rs 1,000 to Rs 2,000-5,000 for subsequent
offences.

In the case of drunken driving, the increased fine will range from Rs
2,000 to Rs 10,000 and imprisonment from six months to four years.

The government has also cleared a four-fold increase in compensa-
tion to Rs 1 lakh in fatal accidents, and Rs 50,000 for grievous hurt in
hit and run cases.

In case of drunken driving, where alcohol level is found to be 30 mg
per 100 ml of blood, it will not amount to an offence. However, if it is
between 30-60 mg, the proposed penalty will be six months of impris-
onment and/or Rs 2,000 fine, for 60-150 mg per 100 ml of blood, the
penalty will be one year imprisonment and/or Rs 4,000. If the offence
is repeated within three years, the penalty will go up to three years
imprisonment and/or Rs 8,000.

For those who are found heavily-drunk with alcohol levels of over 150
mg per 100 ml of blood or under influence of narcotic substances, the
penalty will be two years imprisonment and or Rs 5,000. For repeat
offences, the fine will go up to Rs 10,000 along with six month
imprisonment and cancellation of licence.

Driving when one is mentally or physically unfit will attract a fine of
Rs. 500 on the first occasion, and Rs. 1000 for subsequent offences.

Using a vehicle without registration will invite a fine of Rs. 4,000 for
the first time and subsequently it will be Rs. 10,000 or imprisonment
up to one year.

Commercial vehicles plying without a permit will attract a fine of at
least Rs. 4,000. Subsequent offences will invite a penalty of Rs. 10,000
or imprisonment up to one year.
