5% will reduce the consump-
tion of tobacco. Nobody both-
ers about the pictorial warn-
ings that are currently dis-
played on the products.

The money from the tax
could be used to establish hos-
pitals and radiotherapy units
and for cancer treatment.

The Global Adult Tobacco
Survey for 2009-2010 esti-
mated that 170 million people
used chewable tobacco, while
another 120 million smoked
tobacco. A study also con-
ducted by IPHA in 2011 found
that a majority of women in
city outskirts use different
forms of chewable tobacco.

Chewable tobacco causes
oral cancer which affects the
cheeks, tongue, gums, lips and
palate, he said.
