Kodambakkam flyover repair
work hits roadblock

Repair work on the 55-year-

old Kodambakkam flyover is
progressing at a snail’s pace.

The repair and renovation
work was started in April 2011.

Corporation has so far fin-
ished re-plastering work, re-
moval of rust from the iron
bars, applying of anti-corro-
sive coating and strengthen-
ing of the beams.

An official told Mambalam
Times that the main bottle-
neck is in replacing the 50mm
rubber bearings under the
decks that connect the super-
structure with the main pil-
lars.

To do this, the fly-over needs
to be closed to traffic for at
least a month as the decks
need to physically lifted, he said.
According to Karuna Sagar
(Additional Police Commis-
sioner, Traffic), the only avail-
able alternate routes for the
vehicles plying on this flyover
are through the recently con-
structed Rangarajapuram
flyover and the narrow sub-
ways of Duraisamy Road and
Madley Road, T. Nagar.

The subways are already
congested and the Ranga-
rajapuram flyover lands in an
already crowded area. It is al-
most impossible to effect any
traffic diversion for a long du-
ration at present, he added. 

Kodambakkam fly-over,
which was built in 1967, is one
of the oldest in the city.

It is 623 metres long and
12.8 metres wide.

A market under the bridge
has been temporarily closed
and the 60 vendors given alter-
nate space near Kodambak-
kam railway station.
