Krishna water from Andhra Pradesh has finally arrived in Uthukottai,
Thiruvallur district, about 150 km away from Chennai on March 30. The
Andhra Pradesh government has agreed to release Krishna water to
Chennai for three months. Krishna water proves to be crucial at this time
when the water resources are fast-depleting and the groundwater level is
also on the decline.

While half of the amount received would be utilized for the city’s water
supply, the remaining amount would help step up storage of the city
reservoirs maintained by Metrowater department, which are currently at
30 per cent of their storage capacity. Currently, residents are being supplied
with 585 million litres of water on alternate days.

Every 500 cusecs that the reservoir receives is equal to 1,200 million
litres a day, which is enough to significantly improve piped water supply to
the city, according a senior Metrowater official.
