G.RAMANATHAN - 3
‘Satyaseelan’ was shot in Bombay and was directed by B.

Sampathkumar. Hailing from the then maharaja-ruled Mysore
State, he directed a few films and this was his most successful
effort. Sadly, today, even film historians have forgotten him.

The film fared well at the box-office. Interestingly
‘Satyaseelan’ was released on its second round some three
years later along with a comedy short ‘Bommi Kalyanam’
featuring N. S. Krishnan and T. A. Mathuram, made by NSK.
This unusual feature shows how popular NSK had become by
1940. He had promoted Ashoka Films in Coimbatore where he
made short comedy filmswhich he soldto eager producers.
When a main film did not do well on its release, producers
withdrew it and re-released it after including the short films
featuring NSK. This practice, peculiar to Tamil Cinema,
brought cheer to many yesteryear producers. That is why
some described NSK as a ‘film repairer’.

Regrettably, no print of this vintage film exists; only some
still-photos, MKT’s music, and fast fading memories of old-
timers who are still around.

The film contains excellent songs, namely ‘Udyoga
pattamellam’ (a ragamalika), ‘Rajayoga  gnanaguruve’ (in
raga Karaharapriya) and ‘Thaamadamen swami’ (in raga
Thodi, the  concert song in the film). The movie has an English
‘note’ too.

Of these songs, ‘Thaamadhamenswami’ was popularised by
the great classical Carnatic music icon and cult figure
G.N.Balasubramaniam (immortalised under his initials ‘GNB’)
in his concerts in later years.

Ramanathan was also associated with a film which created
history in more ways than one, ‘Sathi Leelavathi’. It introduced
many new comerswho went on to become icons of film history
like N. S. Krishnan, T.S. Balaiah, M. K. Radha, S. S. Vasan, and
last but not the least, the cult figureM.G. Ramachandran
taking his bow in cinema as police inspector.

The film was directed by the American Tamil filmmaker Ellis
R Dungan, and lyrics were written by G. Sundara Bhagavathar,
Ramanathan’s elder brother. According to some sources, he
also composed the music for the film.

(After relentless search this writer was able to acquire a copy
of the songbook of this historic film. Sadly no technical details
about the music composer and such are mentioned in it. With
all the main participants in the film gone the way of all flesh,
blood and bones, it is not possible now to find out with any degree
of certainty whether G. Ramanathan worked on this movie
assisting his brother. However it is most likely.)

As 1930s rolled over the horizon, Ramanathan worked in a
few other films like‘Vipranarayana’ (1936), ‘Bhoo Kailas (1938)
and ‘Parasuramar’ (1940). In 1941, he scored the music for the
hit movie ‘Arya Mala’.

‘Arya Mala’ was a box office success produced and directed
by the Coimbatore movie mogul S.M. Sriramulu Naidu. It
elevated P. U. Chinnappa to star status which position he held
quite for quite some years before he died young when he was not
yet forty.

 The dialogues were by T. C. Vadivelu Naicker who wrote for
many films in those days and directed a couple of them. G.
Ramanathan composed the music while the lyrics were by C.
A. Lakshmana Das who is hardly remembered today. Though
there were quite a few songs in the movie sung by Chinnappa,M.
S. Sarojini (who played the heroine) and M. R. Santhanalakshmi
(in the role of Parvathi), the songs did not become popular.

In the following year 1942 came the major hit
‘Uthamaputhran’ that was produced by the Salem-based
Indian movie mogul T. R. Sundaram of Modern Theatres. This
film created history in many ways.

With poor ventilation, no
emergency exit and no fire-
fighting system in place, tens of
thousands of shops/commercial
establishments are thriving on
Usman Road and Ranganathan
Street in T Nagar.

Sometime in May 2012, the
Department of Fire and Rescue
Dept. had forwarded an exclu-
sive report to CMDA and
Chennai Corporation giving
details of the deficiency in the
fire and safety systems in vari-
ous shops in T. Nagar with a
specific request that appropri-
ate action be taken against the
errant as the department does
not have any power to take ac-
tion.

An RTI enquiry sent to the
department by our Asso-
ciation revealed that neither of
the departments has acted upon
the report thus far.
