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The Good Samaritan deeds
This event happened during the early years of my professional career when I was not yet

married.
One day an old man was lying unconscious in the verandah of the High Court  after having

vomited profusely.
I had to pass by him when I was return-

ing from the court to my chamber, and
was revolted by the bad smell of his vomit.

I was told that he was lying in that
condition for more than half an hour and
that his identity was not known.

I tried telephoning for an ambulance
but could not get through even after
many attempts.

Someone said that a number of ambu-
lances were standing near the Law Col-
lege cricket stadium and I could try for
one there.

I rushed to the cricket ground by my
scooter. A movie shooting was going on
there and almost all ambulances in the city seemed to be assembled there.

I went to the person who was said to be in overall charge of them, showed him my visiting
card and requested him to spare an ambulance urgently to transport an unconscious old man
from the High Court premises to the General Hospital.

He told me that the ambulances there had been assembled for a specific purpose and none
of them could be spared.

Upon my insistence that ambulances were intended for helping in emergencies and not
movie shooting, he called one of the drivers, gave him my visiting card and told him, “This
gentleman is an advocate. Go with him to the High Court and take the patient shown by him
to the GH and get him admitted there”.

The driver came with me with his assistants, carried the old man on a stretcher to the
ambulance and took him to the GH.

I was happy at the good service done by me. I gave the canteen cleaner Rs. 100 to get phenyle
and clean the court verandah.

Someone told me that the old man was a client of Advocate Ibrahim in Chamber No. 21. When
I went and reported to him what had happened, he confirmed that the old man was his client
and that, in spite of being sickly, he would frequent the court unnecessarily. He asked me to
leave the matter at that.

But the matter did not end there.
After about 5 days two policemen came to my house and said that the old man had died. They

asked me whether he was my client and, if not, what was my connection to him and why I got
him admitted in the hospital. They also asked me whether I had informed his family about his
falling sick in the court premises.

I answered their questions patiently and told them that he was not my client, that I did not
know who he was and I had acted purely out of humanitarian consideration.

They asked me to come to the police station and give a statement there.
 My mother was much worried at policemen visiting my house and castigated me for getting

into unnecessary trouble by getting involved in other people’s affairs.
******

Another such incident happened a few months later.
At about noon I went to the court to check on the case roster.
There I saw an elderly person lying on a bench unconscious and gasping for breath. I

suspected that he had had a heart attack because he was sweating profusely.
I asked the Bench Clerk who he he was. The BC said that he had come to the court in

connection with an appeal and had suddenly fallen sick.
It was obvious that the man required urgent medical attention. I knew that, often, medical

doctors would come to the Accident Cases Court to give evidence. I rushed to that court and,
luckily found a doctor there.

He came with me, examined the patient, confirmed that this was a case of massive heart
attack and said that he should be rushed to the hospital Immediately.

I had a friend M.K. Srinivasan who, like me, would readily volunteer to help in such cases.
Together we transferred the patient to the back seat of his car and drove to the General Hospital.

In the Outpatient desk, we were asked the name and address of the patient. MKS mentioned
some random name and address in T. Nagar.

An OP card was given and we were asked to take the patient to Ward No. 11.
Though a stretcher was available there was no attenders to push it. MKS and I placed him

on the stretcher and we ourselves pushed it to the ward.
Half way through the verandah the patient stopped gasping for breath.
The Duty Doctor in the ward examined him and said, “Dead bodies are not allowed in this

ward. How did you bring it here?”.
MKS was a fighter and shouted, “He was alive when we brought him to the hospital.

Otherwise why would the OP Department give him a card? It is the hospital which is responsible
for his death”.

Seeing the commotion, a number of patients and staff gathered at the spot. The doctor pleaded
with me to quieten MKS, and said, “I will have the body admitted in the mortuary. You can
arrange to collect it later in the day”.

Leaving the body in the mortuary we returned to the court. The Bench Clerk retrieved his
case file from which we could get the man’s name and address which was in Agaram. In the
absence of any phone number, MKS and I drove to that address but found the house locked.

From the neighbours we learnt that his wife had passed away a few months earlier and that
he was living with his daughter who was a railway employee working in Central Station. We
returned to the Central Station, located the daughter after much effort and informed her the
tragic news. We accompanied her to the GH mortuary, got back the body after the usual
formalities, secured an ambulance and despatched them both to her house.

It was beyond 9 pm when I returned home after all this activity. I got the usual scolding from
my mother for loitering all over the city.

But MKS and myself were fully satisfied with the good deed we had done that day.
