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Acting like a good daughter

This incident happened nearly six years back.

A girl aged around 25-26 came to me bringing a notice she had received from an
advocate. I read the contents and found that the notice had been issued by a woman
advocate on behalfofthe girl’s husband. It said that their marriage had been celebrated
six months earlier, and because of serious differences of opinion, the couple had been
staying away from each other in the last two months. Advancing a few more allegations
against the girl, the husband was asking for divorce from her.

The couple followed my advice strictly. He took her out every Saturday evening and ]

spent good time together with her, She participated with enthusiasm in the domestic
chores and helped her mother-in-law in the kitchen. She started liking her mother-in-
law and the mother-in-law too started liking her. Their life has been going on smoothly
ever since.

I regularly get greetings from them on Diwali, Pongal and new year.

The opening of Chennai
Metro phase II stretch from
Poonamallee to Vadapalani
islikely to be pushed to April
or May.

Though Chennai Metrore-
ceived provisional authori-
sation from the Commis-
sioner of Metro Railway
Safety (CMRS) to operate
trains from Poonamallee to
Porur, the CMRS had di-
rected that train operations
be permitted in the Porur-
Vadapalani stretch only
whenthe 26 deck slabsin the
double-decker Alapakkam-
Alwarthirunagar stretch (in
the corridor 5 section) are
built.

Officials said that the con-
struction of the deck slab in
the Porur-Vadapalani
stretch will be completed in
the second week of April, af-
ter which the Poonamallee-
Vadapalani stretch will be
ready for opening.

Asthe Model Code of Con-
duct (MCC) for the upcoming
Assembly election in
Tamilnadu is likely to come
into effect shortly, it is not
clear whether the Poona-
mallee-Vadapalani stretch
will be opened in April or will
be delayed further.

Originally, Chennai Metro
had planned to launch train
operations between
Poonamallee and Porur in

December last year. Subse-
quently, it modified the plan
to provide direct connectiv-
ity to Vadapalani, skipping
the stations between Porur
and Vadapalani.
