With my favourite K.N.B (K.N. Balasubramaniam)
It was a child custody case in the First Additional Court.
A wife had filed the petition on April 28 stating that her husband was having a

concubine. She urgently needed orders for the custody of their child.
I was engaged by the husband and I asked for time to file the counter. The case was

posted to June after the re-opening of the court after the summer vacation.
There was no vacation-sitting in the District Courts during summer. For expediting

the matter, one could file a petition in the High Court after withdrawing the case from
the District Court. Papers could then be sent to the District Court later.

On behalf of the wife such a petition was filed in the High Court in the first week of
May. In her affidavit it was stated “The respondent’s concubine is pregnant”. Notice was
served on me as the
husband’s lawyer.

I requested senior lawyer
Sri K. N. Balasubra
maniam to assist me, be-
cause the legendary Mr. K.
K. Venugopal was appear-
ing for the wife. It appeared
it was his auditor’s daugh-
ter who was the wife con-
cerned. KNB said, ‘Don’t
worry, I’ll come’, and came
to the court.

KNB started, “My Lord, the affidavit dated 28th April filed in the District Court states
that the respondent is having a concubine. The affidavit dated 3rd May filed in the High
Court states that the respondent’s concubine is pregnant. Within this short time the
concubine herself would not have known that she had missed her period. I want to know
who had sworn to this affidavit - whether a lady doctor or any other person”.

The Judge got irritated. He said, “The vacation court is not meant for domestic wars
like this”, dismissed the petition and sent the matter back to the Additional Court.

It was the punch remark made by Shri KNB that the petition in the High Court got
dismissed in favour of my client.

RSR – And His Voluntary Help
This is about a case in the City Civil Court. An application for full satisfaction of the

decreed amount had been filed in the Execution Court. I appeared for the respondent
judgment-debtor.

I approached the decree-holder and he was ready to accept Rs. 10,000in full settlement
as against the decreed amount of Rs. 18,000, provided the amount was paid to him
within a week.

Myself and my client went to his house within 3 days with Rs. 10,000. The decree-
holder was not at home but his son Rajagopal was there. I gave him Rs. 10,000and
collected the receipt for full satisfaction of the claim. I then filed a formal full satisfaction
memo in the court.

Meanwhile, unfortunately, a misunderstanding seemed to have arisen between the
father and the son. The counsel for the father/decree-holder took time for filing the
counter and later filed a lengthy and nasty counter in which certain unnecessary remarks
were made against me as “another dirty trick played by PBR”.

There was no mention or whisper of anything against me in the previous paragraphs.
Since I was innocent, such an allegation upset me.

At that juncture, my friend R. Sundararajan (RSR- more feared than loved) came to
my rescue. “Don’t worry, leave it to me, I’ll handle the case”.

He filed a petition for expunging the allegations against me making it clear they were
totally irrelevant besides being false. I had not known till then that there was such a
provision in the Civil Procedure Code for seeking expunction of reckless allegations in
an affidavit.

After hearing interesting arguments of both sides, the judge ordered that the offensive
remarks must be expunged. Even today I feel indebted to Shri RSR for his voluntary help.

Not in Good Taste – Even My Stating It
The occasion was the unveiling of a a statue of former Chief Justice P. V. Rajamannar

in the High Court premises by the then Chief Justice M. M. Ismail. I was present at the
function, and I am referring to a portion of his speech to the best of my memory.

Justice Ismail said, “Chief Justice Rajamannar was a great judge and was very
popular with members of the Bar as well as litigants. There were two reasons for his
popularity - one, as soon as he entered the court, many advocates would throng to the
desk and ask for adjournment of their cases. Unlike me, CJ Rajamannar was very liberal
in granting adjournments.

Another reason was, Rajamannar, during his time as CJ, had a number of learned
advocates arguing before him and passed many good judgments”.

Justice Ismail added, “I  am not popular because I do not grant adjournments nor are
there are such good lawyers to assist me now.”

I could see wrinkles on the face of Justice V. Ratnam who was standing behind Justice
Ismail. Normally a person who opens the statue of a VIP would make a few exaggerated
remarks in praise of the person. But here, the Chief Guest compared himself with the
VIP and also made derogatory remarks against the present set of advocates.

Like many others in the audience I too felt that Justice Ismail’s speech was not in good
taste. Probably my placing it on record here is also not in good taste.

Corporation’s QR code feedback
system dysfunctional

The QR code feedback sys-
tem launched in 2023 by
Chennai Corporation at sev-
eral public venues including
Urban Primary Health Cen-
tres (UHPC), has remained
dysfunctional for over a year.

Launched with much fan-
fare, Corporation installed
QR codes at over 1,000 loca-
tions, including Urban Pri-
mary Health Centres
(UPHC), Urban Community
Health Centres (UCHC),
and parks.

The system was designed
to enable residents and pa-
tients to easily register com-
plaints regarding services, medicine shortages, or staff behaviour.

The QR codes have either vanished from these facilities or are no longer functional.
At the Saidapet UPHC on West Jones Road, the QR code is still affixed but is

deactivated, as upon scanning, the link leads to an error stating “page not found”.  “I have
scanned the code multiple times to report the shortage of medicines, but the page never
loads,” a patient waiting at the UHPC said. He said that if maintained properly, the
system can be a valuable tool for civic accountability as it would be helpful to directly
flag issues like medicine shortages or insufficient staff at the UPHCs,” he said.

Packaged drinking water gets dearer

The ongoing war in the Middle East has begun to impact households, with packaged
drinking water manufacturers raising prices amid a spike in input costs.

After disrupting hotel operations across, the ripple effects are now being felt by
residents who depend on 20-litre water cans and bottled water.

E. Saravanan (General Secretary of the Greater Tamil Nadu Packaged Drinking
Water Manufacturers Association) said that the price of plastic containers has surged
due to shortages in petroleum-based raw materials triggered by the war.

Following the increase, manufacturers have raised the price of 20-litre cans by Rs 5,
while larger brands have hiked rates by up to Rs 10 per can.

A case of bottled water now costs Rs 20 to Rs 30 more than before.
While fuel prices remain stable for now, any increase in petrol or diesel rates could

further push up water prices due to higher transport costs.
