Parking and other problems continue in Pedestrian Plaza

Sir, Pedestrian Plaza
(Venkatnarayana Road,
Pondy Bazaaar, T. Nagar)
continues to be plagued by
parking and other issues.

As the city’s first pedes-
trian plaza, the 1.4-km
stretch in Pondy Bazaar,
built at Rs. 40 crores in 2019,
is poorly maintained.

Broken pavements, un-
checked encroachments and
parking, and poor upkeep
have turned the once safe,
walkable stretch into a com-
promised public space.  The
widening of the pavements
to make them pedestrian
friendly has resulted in the
road width being reduced to
80 feet with car parking on
one side of the road and 2-
wheeler parking on the other.

Other issues include
unauthorised hawking and
a lack of proper maintenance
of the facilities like exercis-

ing and play equipment.
The multi-level car park

facility built close-by to ease
the parking issues in Pondy
Bazaar has failed as shop-
pers choose to park on the
road rather than in the facil-
ity. Several stretches of the
plaza remain dark at night
as the fused LED lights fixed
to the ornamental lamp
posts have not been replaced.

The widened and deco-

rated pathways and the seat-
ing facilities provided for
shoppers and walkers are
used by the homeless at night
for sleeping, and they also
dirty the surroundings.

I appeal to the Corpora-
tion officials to repair the
facilities, prevent encroach-
ment and regulate parking
on the plaza.

Porur-Vadapalani
metro rail service to
take off soon

Chennai Metro has com-
pleted the construction of 26
deck slabs in a section of
Corridor 4 of the upcoming
Phase II project from Porur
to Vadapalani.

These 26 deck slabs are
located in the corridor 5 sec-
tion of the double-decker
stretch which spans from
Alapakkam to Alwarthiru-
nagar.
