Empathy and Goodwill

This incident dates back nearly twenty years. One day, a man approached me at my
office and introduced himself as a qualified physiotherapist with over fifteen years of
experience. He, along with his close friend - also a physiotherapist practicing in the
United States - had decided to return to India and establish a clinic in Chennai with
advanced equipment.

Their decision to relocate was deeply personal. Both had daughters entering their
teenage years, and they wished to raise them in a more traditional environment, with
values rooted in Indian culture. With this in mind, they purchased a ground-floor flat
of amulti-storeyed building on abusy T. Nagar road and started a physiotherapy centre
there.

However, the building comprised of twelve flats designated strictly for residential use.
The Residents’ Association, displeased with the commercial activity, filed a suit seeking
to restrain the clinic from operating there.

At the request of the defendants, I agreed to enter appearance for them in the court.
Uponreviewing the Association’s bye-laws, I found that the premises were indeed meant
solely for residential purpose. Nevertheless, I accepted the assignment and filed a
written statement, advancing a technical objection that the suit was not maintainable
since the Association was unregistered.

At the same time, I was candid with my clients. I informed them that, on merits, the
case would likely be decided in favour of the Association. However, I assured them that
we could reasonably prolong the proceedings for a few years. More importantly, I
suggested a different approach - one beyond legal strategy.

T advised them to build goodwill with the other residents in the meantime. As advised
by me, every Deepavali and New Year, they sent sweets to all the residents. They
maintained polite communication with them, ensured that the premises were kept
clean, and avoided any inconvenience, especially with parking or access.

This simple yet thoughtful approach began to change
perceptions.

The clinic, after all, provided relief- treating common || |
ailments like knee pain, neck pain, and even stroke || |
rehabilitation. It was a reality that almost every fam- |

ily had someone in need of such care, and
many residents in the building became its
customers.

Then came a turning point. An elderly
resident suffered a stroke. My clients acted
immediately, providing timely care during
the critical ‘golden hour’. Remarkably, the
patient recovered within two days.

That incident transformed everything.

Goodwill grew rapidly. The same resi-
dents who once opposed the clinic now ap-
preciated its presence. Eventually, the As- _=r|
sociation withdrew the case against my |
clients.

Later, my clients expanded and opened : :
another clinic in Anna Nagar. And, to this day, I still receive sweets from them on every

Deepavali - a gesture that reminds me of this experience. Had my client been hostile and
had not taken my advice they would have not got the relief that they ultimately got.

This incident stands as a testament to a simple truth: courtesy and kindness are
infectious. Had we relied solely on legal confrontation, the outcome might have been very
different. Instead, empathy and goodwill resolved what litigation could not.

I was appointed by Madras High Court to conduct the election in Nadigar Sangam
where election had not taken place for many years.

It was an interesting experience for me, involving the preparation of the voters list,
printing ofballots, attending to postal ballots etc. With the help of my friend C. C. Reddy,
I managed to discharge the functions properly.

The main contest for President was between Mr. Radha Raviand MrIsari Velan. Each| |

was supported by a different political party.

In the course of this assignment, I had the rare opportunity to meet many important
and famous personalities in the film world. I had interesting conversations with actors
like Mr Sahasranamam and Mr Nagesh. I learnt many things about the film industry
from them.

Atthefagend ofthe election day, aleading political figure, who was also controversial,
was expected to visit the polling premises. I had been forewarned by the police that he
might create trouble, and I should be careful to avoid violence.

As expected, he arrived at the place by about 4 pm with a few of his henchmen. Losing :

no time I walked to the gate and received him. Luckily I had met him earlier, introduced
by my friend, Mr. K. S. Dinakaran. He immediately recognised me. I asked him politely
if there was any problem, and in what way I could help him. He replied, “You are my

problem”, and went back to his car with his men. Fortunately, no violence took place as =

warned by the police. Polling was concluded smoothly and, at the end of counting of votes,
Mr. Radha Ravi was declared the winner.
