Dr. Subbaiah, a retired
neurologist, was hacked to
death by a hired gang in broad
daylight at Raja Anna-
malaipuram on September 9,
2013.

The murder was linked to a
dispute over 2.25 acres of land
worth Rs. 10 crores in
Anjugramam in Kanniya
kumari District.

The Chennai sessions court
had earlier convicted nine
persons, identified as Ponnu
samy, Mary Pushpam,
Williams, Yesurajan, Boris, Dr.
James Satheeshkumar, Selva
Prakash, Murugan and Basil,
in the case.

Following appeal by the
accused, the Madras High Court
had set aside their sentences
and acquitted them.

Subsequently, the Tamil
nadu Government and Dr.
Subbaiah’s wife moved the
Supreme Court, which then
reserved the High Court
verdict.

An official said
that during the
safety inspection,
trains were oper-
ated from Poona
mallee to Porur and
from Porur to Vadapalani to test the signalling system and the working of integration
between various systems such as platform screen doors and the train doors.

Early next week, the Chief Commissioner of Railway Safety (CCRS) will examine the
civil work completed between the Porur and Vadapalani stretch, and the working and
integration of the signalling system.

During the 1st inspection held in February, CCRS had flagged several issues and told
Chennai Metro that the trains must be operated only at a 15-minute frequency from
Poonamallee to Porur, and that the speed should not exceed 25 kmph from Porur to
Vadapalani. Since then, as all the issues have been sorted out, Chennai Metro has
written to CCRS requesting to ease the curbs on the frequency and speed.

Following this, CCRS will inspect the facilities and systems again early next week
before granting a relaxation on frequency and speed.

The launch of the Poonamallee-Vadapalani stretch, a part of corridor 4 (Poonamallee
to Light House) of the phase II project, has been riddled with delays for months.

Initially, train services from Poonamallee to Porur were to start by December, but the
plan was shelved to extended the operation up to Vadapalani by February.

But the 14.6-km stretch is yet to be opened.

Man held for sexually assaulting

On May 18, based on the information provided by a
family friend, her parents found her near the Mambalam railway station and brought her home.

During the
examination, doctors suspected sexual assault and alerted the Mambalam All-Women police
station, following which a case was registered. Investigations revealed that on May 13, the girl
was lured to a spot near a theatre in Egmore by Imran. He then took her on a two-wheeler to
Marina beach, where he committed the sexual assault.
