Parking space, espec1ally for 4- Wheelers in the T. Nagar shopping hub has become a
nightmare, especially on weekends.I own a shopin Pondy Bazaar (T. Nagar), and almost
daily, I end up circling the same streets multiple times to get a spot to park my car.

Many customers also complain similarly, and it is impacting the business.

Better parking facilities can directly improve footfall and sales, especially as many
now prefer to shop online due to the hassle of traffic jams and parking problems.

Due to unregulated parking and lack of space, vehicles can be seen parked on
pavements and no parking zones. Another big problem is that most of the old and even
the newer and upcoming commercial complexesin T. Nagar donot have adequate parking
infrastructure.

Due to poor maintenance, the multilevel parking lot near Pondy Bazaar is not serving
its purpose and shoppers continue to prefer on street parking. Chennai Unified Metro-
politan Transport Authority (CUMTA) had conducted a detailed study two years back
to implement a parking system across the city, but there has been no progress.

I appeal to Tamilnadu Government to revisit the proposal and implement a parking
management system across the city, including T. Nagar.
