Jeweller arrested
after 3 years for

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Barcode helps police solve brutal murder case
Barcode on the garment of

the victim helped police solve a
brutal murder of a man within
3 days of finding the torso of
his dismembered body in a
suitcase at Perambur Railway
Station on June 5.

Following investigation,
police arrested Ruheema (28)
(the victim’s wife) and her
colleague Ashraf Ali (36) in
connection with the murder.

Police said that the victim,
identified as Ameer Ali (37),
and the two accused are
natives of Assam and were
living in Tamilnadu Urban
Habitat Development Board
(TNUHDB) tenement in
Teynampet, and worked as
facilitators assisting patients
from northeastern states
seeking medical treatment in
Chennai. On June 5, Railway
Police found the torso of a man
in a suitcase in Perambur
Railway Station.

A crucial breakthrough
came from a pair of trousers
found on the body. Investi-
gators traced a barcode on the
garment to a clothing store in
T. Nagar and obtained the
purchaser’s mobile number.

It led to the identity of the
victim as Ameer Ali and his
address in Teynampet.

Further investigation
revealed that Ameer and his
wife Ruheena were not in a
cordial relationship and had
often fought over domestic
disputes.

On questioning Ruheema
confessed to murdering her
husband on June 2 with the
help of her colleague Ashraf

Ali and dismembering the body
and disposing off the parts at
different locations.

On the basis of her
information, the severed head
of the victim was recovered

from Kolavai Lake in
Chengalpattu district, and the
arms and legs from

Buckingham Canal near
Teynampet.

Ashraf Ali was also arrested

the same day.
Both have been remanded

in judicial custody.
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
