Poonamallee-Vadapalani metro
stretch ready for inauguration

Following the safety inspections conducted last month
by Chief Commissioner of Railway Safety (CCRS), Chennai
Metro has communicated to the Tamilnadu Government
that the first phase II stretch from Poonamallee to
Vadapalani will be opened soon.

On May 26, Chennai Metro had received the final ap-
proval for operating the 14.6-km stretch along with relax-
ations granted with regard to the speed and frequency of
train services from CCSR.

It can now operate trains with a frequency of 10 minutes
in the Poonamallee - Vadapalani stretch.

Between Poonamallee to Porur, there are no speed
restrictions. In the stretch from Porur to Vadapalani, the
frequency has been revised from 25 kmph to 40 kmph as
construction of stations is still underway, ensuring that
trains will be able to run at a 10-minute frequency.
